TECHNOLOGY?

The technology involving the development, 

maintenance, and use of computer systems, software, 

and networks for the processing and distribution of 

data.
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WHO DOES IT SUPPORT?

• We provide support and service to every county department and constitutional 

office.

• We have 9 remote locations we provide network access and support to. Including the 

Pet Center, Parks & Rec, Solid Waste, and the Registrar. 

• We currently have remote cameras and network connections at 14 of our 

convenience centers. These connections span from the South West at Old Mayfield, 

north up to Smith Mountain and Motley, over to Brosville and Callands to name a 

few.   
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WHAT TECHNOLOGY DOES IT SUPPORT?

• IT provides and supports all network equipment such as switches, firewalls and servers, network access, 

including internet access, and remote access via VPN. 

• IT supports and provides phone access to all County Departments, and Constitutional Offices. 

• IT provides email to all County Departments and Constitutional Offices. 

• IT provides a wireless network throughout the County campus and at our remote locations for citizens 

and guest visiting county buildings. 

• IT supports County issued cell phones and iPads.  

• IT supports end user workstations and provides software support.
